Vancouver: an emerging paradise for beer enthusiasts

The closure of Lucky Lager in 1985 left
Vancouver and Clark County without a
brewery for the first time since Prohibition.
It wasn't until the 1990s that the craft beer
scene started to re-emerge in Vancouver.

In fall 2011, the local market exploded
with the opening of Mt Tabor Brewery, and

Brewing (Washougal) and Ghost Runner
Brewery. Add those to the established
McMenamins on the Columbia, Old Ivy
Taproom at the Salmon Creek Brewery &
Pub, and Laurelwood Brewing Co. in
Battle Ground and we had ten businesses
brewing beer in Clark County.

Local craft brewers are being showcased
at all five of the beer festivals taking
place this year in Vancouver. With more
breweries entering the local scene, like
Amnesia Brewing, Mill Creek Brew Werks,
and Dirty Hands Brewing, it’s clear that
Vancouver is an emerging force in the craft
beer industry.
